           University of Miami Study Validates Our Learning Center:
                       Outcomes Exceed the National Average 
This fall we welcomed 57 new early learners to our Miami Lighthouse Learning Center for 
Children™, which is offered in collaboration with the Early Learning Coalition and Miami-Dade 
County Public Schools. Our pre-kindergarten program is the first fully inclusive model in the 
U.S. comprised of 50% visually impaired children and 50% with no vision impairment. Two years 
ago we piloted our new Pre-Kindergarten with just 15 early learners. How did we triple our 
enrollment? Clearly there was an unmet need, and more importantly we have evidence that 
our innovative learning program is becoming a national model.  

The Children’s Trust awarded funds for our Early Childhood Research 
Demonstration Project including a subcontract to the University of 
Miami for a four-year longitudinal study of students, parents and 
teachers participating in our new Miami Lighthouse Learning Center 
for Children™. We are proud to share with you the University of Miami’s 
Early Learning Research faculty 
team’s impressive first-year 
study findings on page 2 of this 
newsletter.

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Below are the University of Miami’s Early Learning Research faculty team’s impressive first-year 
study findings:

• Our Learning Center for Children demonstrated high levels of fidelity to our early childhood
   inclusion model and scored above the national average for high quality instructional practices.  
• Children demonstrated significant gains in observed positive peer and task engagement,
   teacher and parent reported interactive peer play, and empathy.
• Teachers and parents reported observing positive changes in children’s social and cognitive
   school readiness skills, noting in particular changes in children’s peer relationships and 
   empathic behavior toward one another.
• Parents reported gratitude toward our Learning Center’s inclusive approach and felt that the
   Learning Center was a unique and special place for them and their children where 
   “differences do not define who we are.” 

Based on the study’s initial results, we are confident that our innovative early learning program 
is an asset to our community and will serve as a national model.

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			         Developing Our International Partners
 
Miami Lighthouse was founded in 1931. Coincidentally, that 
was the same year that the Jewish Institute for the Blind was 
established in Jerusalem to educate school age blind children. 
This past May, CEO Virginia Jacko, her daughter Dr. Julie Jacko, 
and Miami Lighthouse Director of Children’s Programs Isabel 
Chica had the opportunity to visit the Jewish Institute for the 
Blind, as well as the Nalaga’at Center in Jaffa and the ELIYA 
Association for Blind and Visually Impaired Children School in 
Petah Tikva, developing Miami Lighthouse’s international part-
nerships in Israel. 
 
At the Jewish Institute for the Blind, leaders from both institutions used the visit as a unique 
opportunity to exchange curricula, pedagogy, and feature descriptions of their respective 
facilities, seeking to identify commonalities and differences in order to learn from each other. 
Specifically, music instruction, musical performances, and technology labs were observed and 
discussed extensively in the context of the Miami Lighthouse Braille Music distance learning 
curriculum. One of the highlights of the visit was the impressive swimming facilities at the 
Jewish Institute for the Blind, which are used for enabling fluid and independent movement 
opportunities for students at the Institute. 

In Jaffa, at the Nalaga’at Center, CEO Jacko, Dr. Jacko, and Director Chica attended a unique 
theater performance where deaf/blind actors performed a play that emphasized the creative 
and dramatic capabilities of the actors uniquely overcoming their disabilities. At this same 
facility, they enjoyed dinner at a restaurant in which all the patrons dined in the dark, 
providing perspective to the sighted patrons about the challenges and opportunities of dining 
without the ability to see. 

With the recent opening of our new Pre-Kindergarten, 
CEO Jacko and Director Chica were very engaged with the 
professional staff of the Israeli pre-kindergarten school, 
ELIYA, located in Petah Tikva. At ELIYA they observed 
children in various classrooms and enjoyed a demonstration 
from one young boy on how he used the IPad. They learned that both ELIYA and Miami 
Lighthouse use the same screening tool, The Oregon Project for Visually Impaired Children, 
as a way to identify student goals and monitor students’ progress. A synergistic connection was 

inspired by the same objective of helping early 
learners with visual impairments achieve academic  
success while gaining confidence despite their 
vision loss. Our mutual concept of being sister 
schools was immediately launched, and our long- 
distance professional consortium has been 
established.

Overall, the experience reaffirmed that Miami

             Most Reverend Thomas G. Wenski, Archbishop of Miami, Toured 
                                         Miami Lighthouse Programs 
On November 8, 2018, Archbishop Wenski 
witnessed how Miami Lighthouse teaches the 
blind and visually impaired that “It’s possible 
to see without sight™.” As it says in Isaiah 42:16 
“And I will bring the blind by a way they did not 
know, I will lead them in paths they have not 
known. I will make darkness light before them, 
and crooked places straight.” Archbishop Wenski 
called Miami Lighthouse “a beacon of hope.”  
 
His visit began with a tour of our innovative 
Lighthouse Learning Center for Children™, where 
the Archbishop was serenaded by a group of 
pre-kindergarten children, half of whom are visually impaired and the other half sighted. Our
students delivered a lively rendition of “You Are My Sunshine.” The students presented the 
Archbishop with their tribute gift, the lighthouse collage he is holding in the picture. Our Miami 
Lighthouse Learning Center for Children™ is a first-of-its-kind fully inclusive pre-kindergarten 
for both visually impaired students and their sighted peers and is already being recognized as a 
national model with enrollment nearly quadrupling since its inception just three years ago. 

As Archbishop Wenski visited our adult programs, including our Senior Group Health and 
Activities Program, he witnessed seniors, despite their vision loss, artistically expressing 
themselves through painting and ceramics. At our nationally recognized Miami Lighthouse Music 
Studio, our new United Voices Gospel Choir delivered a heartfelt performance of “I Believe,” 
and President and CEO Virginia Jacko, totally blind herself, told the Archbishop “the miracles 
we just sang about happen here every day.” 
 
At our Low Vision Solutions Center he observed patients waiting for their low vision functional 
assessment by either a low vision optometrist or a low vision occupational therapist. He learned 
that one out of four seniors will have uncorrectable vision loss and about the low vision assistive 
devices available at Miami Lighthouse, for example, solar shields and electronic magnifiers for 
reading, and services we offer for people in our community affected by uncorrectable vision 
loss such as “Living with Low Vision” presentations.  

“We greatly appreciate the Archbishop’s interest in the blind and visually impaired members 
of our community,” said Ray Casas, immediate past board chairman of Miami Lighthouse. 
“We share a goal of helping those in need, be it ministering to spiritual needs or physical 
impairment.”

“Blind Babies Play Program: A Model for Affordable, Sustainable Early Childhood Literacy 
Intervention through Play and Socialization,” which was published in the peer-reviewed Journal
of Visual Impairment and Blindness in 2013 and on our 2015 copyrighted “A Case Study on Vision 
Rehabilitation Therapy, Developed by Miami Lighthouse for the Blind and Visually Impaired, for 
the First Florida Resident to Receive a ‘Bionic Eye,’ ” which documents the unique vision 
rehabilitation program developed by Miami Lighthouse for the first Florida recipient of the 
Argus II Retinal Implant.

Since 2017 Carol has participated in weekly grand rounds at Bascom Palmer Eye Institute, where 
she acts as a resource for doctors who refer children and adults to Miami Lighthouse for vision 
rehabilitation, and has served on the BPEI Safety Committee. She also has assisted public and 
private institutions create accessible and safe environments.

Science News recently reported that the number of
preschool children in the U.S. with visual impairment is projected 
to increase more than 25% in the coming decades, with the 
majority resulting from simple uncorrected refractive error. We thank 
the Ocean Reef Community Foundation for their generous support of 
our Heiken Children’s Vision Program.

More than 250 community leaders attended our annual “See the Light” luncheon on October 25, 
2018, where the focus was on how Miami Lighthouse has transformed the lives of the blind and 
visually impaired in our community since 1931. CEO Virginia Jacko recalled Miami Lighthouse’s 
early history when prominent Miamians such as Mrs. Charles Brickell raised funds by hosting 
garden parties, one of which was attended by Helen Keller. The theme of excellence in vision 
rehabilitation was demonstrated by the speakers and musicians on the program, which began 
with “You Raise Me Up” by vocalist Arantza Espinosa, Miami Lighthouse student and winner of 
Melodias del Alma, the first International Blind Singing Competition and The Children’s Trust 
Young Talent Big Dreams 2012 competition. The keynote address was given by Joseph Chica, 
former Miami Lighthouse program participant and current student at the University of Miami, 
who was accompanied by his guide dog Gunner. Joseph told the luncheon guests how his family 
enrolled him in the Miami Lighthouse Early Intervention Program at age three. He continued 
to receive vision rehabilitation training throughout his school years, 
learning how to use a white cane and participating in orientation and 
mobility training which was a prerequisite for his getting a guide dog. 
Joseph was President of the Christopher Columbus High School speech 
and debate team and received honorable mention in the 2016 Miami 
Herald Silver Knight Awards. Joseph is pursuing degrees in music and
economics at the University of Miami and now helps other visually 
impaired students by volunteering at Miami Lighthouse where he 
coaches speech and debate for Pre-Employment Transition Services 
Program students and during the summer works with younger students 
in our Summer Training and Recreation Program.

The 250 guests at our 2018 Music Under the Stars event on May 16, 2018, enjoyed something old 
and something new as our Miami Lighthouse musicians and chorus presented a new musical score 
to “The Great Train Robbery,” the iconic silent film. As the gifted students and instructors of our 
Miami Lighthouse for the Blind Music Program provided live music and sound effects, the historic 
film classic was shown onscreen to the delight of the audience.

Held on the Miami Lighthouse Mary M. and Sash A. Spencer Campus on May 16, Music Under the 
Stars raised more than $90,000 for our Florida Heiken Children’s Vision Program, a statewide 
initiative that provides underserved students throughout Florida with comprehensive eye 
examinations and prescription glasses at no cost. Last school year, our Heiken Program received 
17,000 school referrals of students needing eye care and provided more than 11,000 dilated eye 
exams and prescription glasses when required.

“This 
year, our guests enjoyed a unique entertainment 
experience that demonstrated the ability of the 
visually impaired to achieve something extraordinary.”

“The Great Train Robbery” is considered 
the first American action film and was selected for 
preservation in the U.S. Film Registry of the Library of 
Congress. 

The dramatic new musical score premiered at Music Under 
the Stars was written by Miami Lighthouse instructor Oman 
Pedreira. The musicians and chorus, most of whom are 
blind or visually impaired, wore headsets to receive audio 
cues from our Music Program Manager John Nichols allowing 
them to transition seamlessly through the music and sound 
effects of the 12-minute Western adventure film.
